Information for Applicants

General

The Tennessee Turfgrass Association Legacy Scholarship offers financial aid to children or grandchildren of active TTA members in good standing. Eligibility

2. Applicant must be the child or grandchild of a current, in good standing, member of the Tennessee Turfgrass Association.

Criteria for Selection

       1.  Selection will be based on academic achievement, work experience, extracurricular and community
            involvement and leadership, financial need, and applicant’s resume and essay.
